PRESCOTT VALLEY CONTINUES ITS MARCH OF PROGRESS

The past 18 months in Prescott Valley have certainly been memorable, but the next 18 could provide just as much excitement in this north-central Arizona community. In mid-2006, the burgeoning downtown area saw the opening of Tim’s Toyota Center, a 6,000-seat arena that

has hosted the likes of Willie Nelson, Stevie Nicks, and a minor league hockey team; the  
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opening of the $65 million western campus of Yavapai Regional Medical Center, now employing more than 300 health professionals; and the opening of Mountain Valley Regional Rehabilitation Hospital, a 40-bed facility dedicated to the rehabilitation of patients suffering from the aftereffects of everything from knee injuries to heart attacks. Restaurants such as Native

New Yorker and IHOP followed and added to the ever-growing mix of downtown eateries with their grand openings. Construction continues downtown today with the building of the 118-room Hampton Inn and Suites, the first new hotel in Prescott Valley in more than 10 years. Comfort Suites followed suit and is currently under construction on the western edge of the town. The 100-room property overlooks Prescott Valley Crossroads, an 800,000-square-foot regional power center anchored by Home Depot and Sam’s Club. The stores are scheduled to open for business in mid-2008. Glassford Hill Marketplace, a second power center of 400,000 square feet that forms downtown’s western boundary, is anchored by Kohl’s which opened in October, making it the first new department store in Prescott Valley in more than 15 years. Its neighbor in

the center will be a Wal-Mart Supercenter,scheduled to open in early 2009. Within walking distance of each other in one of the town’s industrial parks, Lockheed Martin opened its hub flight service station – one of three in the country; Ace Hardware began its expansion of its

distribution center, adding about 275,000 square feet to its existing 635,000 square feet; and Superior Industries, a manufacturer of conveyer systems, opened a facility and plans call for a doubling of the building to more than 50,000 square feet in 2008. 

       No wonder Prescott Valley’s motto is “Where Opportunity Lives.”
